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The first word of the portion of Tetzaveh is nnwi, ‘and you..”. This word appears many
times in the parashah. It is easily understood that God is addressing Moses in every
‘NN’ ‘and you’ but he doesn’t use his name directly.

Most of us know the simple explanation that Moses asked God to ‘carry’ the sins of
people that made the Golden Calf. The condition was that if God doesn’t do so, then
he must remove Moses’s name from the Torah. We should know that the entire Torah
has the name of Moses.

The Zohar section above reveals that Moses told God to erase his name from the Torah
if he doesn’t forgive the Israelites. Yet even though God didn’t kill the people, He still
removed Moses’s name from this parashah and others in the Torah.
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In the book “Dmnn X03” (Hebrew book), Rabbi Rachamim Melamed Hakohen, reveals to
us the connection between Moses’s condition and the outcome.

Continued in the next DZ with an explanation of the falling of Moses and why his
words came true even though it was conditioned and more.
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The sin of the Golden Calf took a higher level of life from the Torah because it destroyed
the state of immortality that was embedded in the first Torah that Moses received on
Mount Sinai.

If it wasn’t for Moses’s intervention we would have lost the entire Tikkun process and
the opportunity to achieve immortality again in the future.

To understand the sacrifices of Moses we should know that when he went up to Mount
Sinai he received 1000 lights helping him in the special connection with God to receive
the Torah.

But when the people made the Golden Calf, God sent Moses ‘down’.

Exodus 32:7

“ DNyn YIXN DYN WK ,ARY DNDY 1D-T1-7 IYn-N e AT

“And YHVH spoke unto Moses: ‘Go; get down; for your people that you brought up out
of the land of Egypt have dealt corruptly”

The impact of the ‘Go Down’ command was that Moses lost 999 lights out of 1000 he
received. This is explained with the small letter Alef X in the portion of Vayikra. When
God called Moses to the Tabernacle, the Torah shows small Alef to represent the lower
state after the sin of the Golden Calf. The name of the letter Alef 97x is 1000 but the
numerical value of the letter itself is 1.

We have the opportunity to connect to the 1000 lights of Moses on Shabbat when
everything goes back to its roots. It happens when we recite ‘177n n1nna nwn nnw*’ and
‘Mawn oI'7 Y'w inm’.

(If you participate in the Shabbat Service just for the Torah reading then you should
know that the entire connection is also very important for men and women. Get there
early and you'll feel that you received much more from the Torah reading.)

The portion of Tetzaveh is always on the week of the seventh of Adar, the day Moses
left the world. This is another aspect of the sacrifice that Moses did for us.

The portion after Tetzaveh is Ki Tisa and is the one where the sin of the Golden Calf is
told. Some may ask the question as to why Moses was removed from the earlier
parashah. The sages teach us that there is no early and late in the Torah but we want
to understand the reason because of the important spiritual rule attached to it.

In the world of Malchut, the ‘end’ of everything already exists in full force at its
beginning. Keter is the beginning, the seed and the point of origin for everything. Even
though we see the action/manifestation much later we know that there was a thought
process that preceded the action or the final result.

The Zohar says (Tikunei Zohar) “nwyn? |nnx1 nawnn? (wx1” “first is the thought and last
is the action”

The sages teach “n7'nn nawnna nwyn 910” “the end action exists first in the thought”.
We recite this on Friday night as part of the Lecha Dodi song.

In the Zohar section from previous DZ, the Zohar teaches us that the curse of the
righteous manifests even if it’s conditional.

WHY?

When a thought comes to mind and speaks out it immediately forms into a vessel. We
may not be righteous as Moses or other great Kabbalists but this spiritual rule applies
to all of us.

Our world is affected by everything we connect through the five senses. The strongest
impact on our lives is through the use of the mouth.

The Zohar defines humans as 92Tn’, ‘one that speaks’ because this is where we have
the power of life and death (Proverbs 18:21). The Holy Ari teaches us that every word
we say creates angels with powers to support or hurt us.

Because of that, Moses’s words had to be fulfilled. We also remember that Jacob told
Laban that whoever stole his idols, will die. He didn’t know that Rachel did it to protect
them from Laban. She had to die, but after delivering Benjamin, because he was not
part of the curse. It doesn’t matter if Laban was negative and wanted to hurt them.
The power of Jacob’s words had to be manifested.

The Zohar tells us that every verse in Tetzaveh should have had the name of Moses.
We see that in God’s instruction to him “and you...shall do...”. Almost every verse
carries such reference to Moses without saying his name. So even if Moses is not
mentioned, the work must be done.

There are many lessons in this study but the most applicable is that we need to think
through and positively before we start the process of manifestation.

Never speak negative words even if they are true to what is called reality. Always begin
with the end in mind and make it positive.

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There is an article in Zohar Tetzaveh that talks about walking in the desert and snakes.
The Zohar says that God directed us to the desert in order to give us the opportunity
to fight the snake and control him. The first sin was with the snake and therefore at
the beginning of everything we do the snake always waits for us. In Genesis 4:7 we
read “...ya7 nxvn NN9Y?”, “sin couched at the door”.

Why does the Zohar connect the snake with Tetzaveh?

We learned that Moshe’s name does not appear in this Parasha.

G-d instructed Moshe on what he needed to do to prepare Aharon and his sons for the
priesthood. He was the first Kohen, the original channel for the Light to the holy
tabernacle. The Zohar teaches us that the Light gets to be revealed from the concealed.
If you lit a candle on a sunny day, you wouldn’t be able to see its light but you could
easily see its light in the dark. Moshe had to conceal himself in order to accomplish
this important mission without disruption.

In Terumah he prepared the Tabernacle, which is the vessel. Now he prepares the
priests to be the channel for the Light. Moshe did not want to risk the involvement of
the primordial snake in the process. He did his job with humility. If we read the
parashah carefully we realize how much work was required from him to prepare
Aharon and his sons for the holy job.

One of the tools to channel the Light was (Exodus 28:30) “ p"xn-nx ,09¥nN |YWN-78 AN
pmnn-ny” “the Urim and the Thummim” (in simple translation “Lights and
Perfections”). These special codes activated the breastplate,” |¢in” and gave it the power
to be like a “know it all” computer.

The first letter of “0MN” is Alef, “X” and the first letter of “0mn” is Tav, “n”. The X and n
represent the beginning and end of the Alef-Bet and the full revelation of the light in
the world through the Hebrew letters.

The breastplate was called “|¢n” and it has the same letters of “wn1”, snake, and has
the numerical value of 358 (= Mashiach). The “n” of Mashiach is the middle letter of
the Alef-Bet and together with the Alef and Tav, it makes “nnx”, which is the seal of G-
d. In the Torah, the word Mashiach appears only together with the Kohen, (Leviticus
4) “n'wnn 0507,

The power of the Kohen was to break the hold of “the Snake”, which represents all
negativity, falsity and the illusion of this world.
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Because of the first sin, we made the snake our partner for life. To avoid his negativity,
we need to hide our actions from him, especially at the start of everything.

The Zohar tells us to “crush the snake’s head”. The verb that the Zohar uses is
specifically “lUx1 Ny NNdY?” “to crush”. The root word “nn>” has a numerical value of
820. It has a lot of meanings and the most significant one is that it is the same as
“Love thy neighbor as thyself” and “Din~nanx” unconditional love+ “r1¢”, the holy name
that gives us protection. This is the light that takes away the power of the snake and

keeps us safe.
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The Zohar opens with “nnXI nI¥xN” to help us make a connection between Zeir

oy n

Anpin “I” (the upper level) and Malchut “nnX” (our level).

The 8 garments of Kohen Gadol (High Priest, Aaron) and 4 garments of simple
Kohen are significant in their work of the Kohen to draw the Light to this world.
The total number of garments is 12, which is very significant. The breastplate also
has 12 stones. 12 permutations of the i1 YHVH, 12 tribes, 12 months and 12 signs
of the Zodiac. The Tabernacle was initiated on Rosh Chodesh Nissan, which is the
first month of the year.

God instructs Moshe to teach Aaron and his sons all that they need to know, serving
and drawing the light to remove all negativity and impurities from the Israelites.
God also warns the Kohen to strictly follow the rules or he may die. The description
of the Kohen’s clothing includes little bells that he should have hanging on his
garment while serving in the Holy of hollies.

The Kohen’s work was actually for the entire world. He put himself in great risk
going into the Holy of Holies during his work of drawing the light to the world. If
the High priest had little impurity or didn’t follow the proper procedure he would
die right in the Holy of Holies. When he went inside he had to focus his
consciousness on the holy action. It had to be in a high and pure spiritual form.
Losing focus to the body consciousness would create limitation and if it happened
for one split second the high and pure force of the Light would burn him. History
tells us that before the destruction of the temples many priests died when they went
into the Holy of Holies.

The children of Israel need to be “wy7p=131-0°172-n2%n”, “a nation of priests and a
holy nation”. Our duty is to be pure and serve as a channel for the whole world.
(That is why Israelites are spread all over the world.).

| found a rare location in the Zohar (Terumah #849) where the Zohar differentiates
between the tribe of Judah and Israelites. It tells about the greater responsibility of
the Jews.

The source of the name Jew, Jewish came from the name of the tribe ofsmi° Yehuda
(Judah, Judean, Jew, Jewish). The tribes of Judah and Benjamin were the only two
tribes left in the Holy Land after the exile of the 10 tribes. Their land was called the
land of Judah, 77 and a person of that tribe was called > (translated to Jew).
The Jews have a greater responsibility because they stayed in the land for a longer
time and went through the experience of the destruction of both Holy Temples. They
should lead the world into the light just like the work of the High Priests.
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Moses was born and died on the day of the seventh of Adar. This year is a leap year
and the first month of Adar is the additional one. The Hilulah of Moses will be
celebrated on the second Adar but the first month has the same energy in a concealed
way. We can make the same connection this month and again in the next month
especially when it comes to the soul of Moses.

The Zohar teaches us that the soul of Moses includes all the souls of the Israelites. For
that reason, the month of Adar (Pisces) has increased energy that supports us. We can
connect to ‘luck’ and blessings better than any other month of the year. It is relative
to the person’s Tikkun process.

Moses’s name doesn’t appear In the parashah of this week and this is another aspect
of his death but at the same time, we have greater light. The first verse of the portion
reads:

Exodus 27:20

7 TR M) NYAT QRN AT N Y QRN 7K - DR XD AnKI”

“And you are to command the Israelis to bring you pure olive oil, extracted by hand,
for the light in order to keep the candle burning continuously.”

This candle is the aspect of the soul of Moses. It was lit in the Holy Temple and was
never put off.
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The seventh of Adar is a good day for praying and connecting to the soul of Moses.
Light a candle, meditate, read from the book of Deuteronomy and from the Zohar for

a better connection.
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The world was created with ten sayings of “and God said: ...”. This represents the
ten sefirot system that governs the world. The name of God ‘D'n7X’ appears 32
times in the process of Creation. It represents the 32 paths of light that came from
Chokmah (wisdom) to Binah, for the process of Creation.

The Torah begins with the letter 2 Bet, numerically 2 and ends with 5 Lamed,
numerically 30. Together it’s 32 to reveal to testify and reveal that the 32 paths are
in the Torah. There were 320 pure lights in the initial phase of creation but 288 fell
into the Klipot to provide us work to earn the light. We need to correct and elevate
those lights to the pure system, earning personal merits and supporting the global
correction. The last 32 or the 320 lights, which is the tenth part, will be corrected
when Mashiach comes to remove the spirit of negativity from the earth forever and
install a new Torah of immortality.
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The number 42 (10+32) represents the force of Creation. They are concealed in the
first 42 letters of the Torah. It is known to us as the 42 letters of the Ana B’Koach
prayer.
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In the Torah, we find 16 special letters. 10 are written larger and 6 are written
smaller that the regular size of the Torah letters.

The large 10 are at the level of Binah and the six are at the level of Malchut. They
reveal different lights from the Torah text.

The Zohar revealed that there are supernal holy names in Binah that can be drawn
down with pure consciousness and without any spoken words.

There are holy names on the lower level of Malchut that are drawn with desire,
consciousness and spoken words together.

For example:

These are verses from the Torah that are good for protection wherever we go.
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The audio below is the reading of Torah verses for protection above.
The six words below begin many blessings that help us connect to the action that
comes after the blessing. They draw light from above to Malchut.

TPDT Tpm Wiy M M 2

Baruch attah Adonai eloheinu melech ha'olam ...

The 42 letters of the Ana B’Koach (above) are for visual connection. The recite the
seven lines (below) to reveal the energy of the 42 letters by concealing them in
words.
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Many holy names are concealed in the Zohar text. When we scan, listen and read
the Zohar with positive desires and consciousness we make the best connection to
the higher levels of light.
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There are names on the level of Malchut that come from the impure system. That
energy can be drawn only with desire and impure action in the physical world.
Balaam and the other magicians of the other side used impure actions in this world to
draw their energy to inflict chaos and death onto others.

The other side (Sitra Achara) avoids the central column and the letter | Vav, which
represents the central column, and also part of the name of YHVH. The Hebrew letters
don’t benefit the other side except for the letters n and 7. The letter 7 is extended below
the base of all letters and the letter n (Chet nn), as Rabbi Ashlag explains, is connected
to the nation of Heth (Hittites) that sold Abraham the Cave of the Machpelah.

The words for Curse n777 and Klipah n9'7j7 begin with the letter 7. The words for sin
xon and lack hon begin with n.

Pure consciousness, thoughts, and pure desires can draw positive light even without
a physical action in this world. Negative thoughts without actions won’t bring
negativity or judgment on a person.
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Praying and meditating for others draw light into our lives. Walking on the street and
blessing all people on your path is a great positive spiritual action. With honest heart
and pure consciousness, you can draw great light into your life.

If one has negative or even evil thoughts about harming others, he won’t be §udged’
unless he follows his impure thoughts with actions. Saying negative words is like a
physical action because there’s a transfer of negative energy to other people and it may
trigger something negative in them.

It is better to stop the negative thoughts before they grow in our minds because if we
let them grow they may drive us into undesirable actions.
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Genesis 17:17

“Then Abraham fell on his face and laughed, and said in his heart, “Will a child be
born to a man one hundred years old? And will Sarah, who is ninety years old, bear
a child?”

The 42 letters that the world was created with (the Ana B’Koach) were revealed
through the level of Binah, which is represented by the letter 7 H of the YHVH
name. 77 is numerically 5 but since it is on the level of Binah, the Zohar considers it
as 50 and together with the 42 letters we have 92.

The Zohar reveals that Sarah was the aspect of the upper Mother, Binah. When we
add the two channels that the light of Binah spread out to the lower level we come
to the number 92. With the aspect of Yessod that is the eighth level (counting from
above) and the aspect of the circumcision on the eighth day that corrects the level
of Yessod. Together we have the number 100 that represents completion.

This process reveals the pregnancy process and its length. The word for pregnancy
in Hebrew is 1777 and it reveals the secrets of the process as the Zohar teaches us.

1"\*’1 -

71 this letter is for Binah that brings out the Creative force of the 42 letters.

17 is numerically 216 that is the number of letters in the 72 names. This is the force
that manifests the creative force of the 42 in the lower levels.

1— The final letter is numerically 50, for the five Sefirot of the vessel that are held
together by Yessod, which is also called %5, “all’ numerically 50.

The light comes down through the 9 Sefirot before manifesting a new creation in
Malchut. That is the aspect of the nine-month of pregnancy. The numerical value of
the word 111i7 itself is 271 that is also the number of days in complete pregnancy.
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One of the secrets of the letter |1 Vav is related to the shape of a man. Vav is the letter
of Zeir Anpin. The name of God that is related to this level is Xn-IxI-xn-TI', with a
numerical value of 45 that is the same for DTN, ‘man’.

The six sides of Zeir Anpin, as we studied previously, have 12 borders that reveal light.
Six times twelve equals 72. When we divide the 72 into the three aspects of the Tree
we get 24 channels for each.

Rabbi Ashlag explains that the six sefirot of Zeir Anpin form the shape of a man.
Chessed and Gevurah are the two arms. Netzach and Hod are the two legs. The body
is Tiferet and Yessod.

The 72 channels in the body divided into three. 24 in the arms, 24 in the legs and 24
in the body.

Because the man, Zeir Anpin, is one unit, than from that aspect the three lines merged
into one of 24 channels. The head has 6 channels and is held up by the body. The
body has 18 channels, as the number of links of the Cervical and Thoracic vertebrae
(upper spine).

Note: When a man immerses into the Mikvah it would be good to bend the head down
and close to the knees similar to the fetal position, arching the spine so the 18 links
are moved. Then the body and head should be straightened up slowly as the head
comes out of the water.

This action creates an aspect of rebirth and revitalizes the body with spiritual energy.
Where there is no Mikvah, this can be done in a large pool or any natural body of water
that is big enough for this action.
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The letter Vav of the YHVH name represents the central column and the light that
comes to Malchut. Vav is Zeir Anpin that is like the Sun that brings the light to the
Moon, which is the aspect of Malchut.

Because this light can shine its light without dependency on other elements,
negativity can not influence judgment until this light is concealed. That is why the
negative side is stronger at night.

(The sun produces the light/energy from itself. The moon needs the light of the sun
to share before it can be revealed. The dark side of the moon doesn’t have light of
its own or even the ability to share because it has nothing and therefore it is dark.)
Our sharing work is like producing pure light, like the sun. While we are
continuously engaged with sharing, negativity can not have a hold on us. When we
stop sharing, we make an opening for negativity to come. This is why it is important
to share from all our God-given gifts, small or big. It would be better to give every
week a portion of our monthly giving than giving it all once a month. Frequent
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giving and sharing give us a better connection on Shabbat that reveals new energy
in the world. Keeping the flow of light of sharing pushes away negativity from our
lives.

The Zohar reveals that in the book of Adam the letter 1 Vav has the form of one dot
at the top and five dots below. The top dot represents the Y > of the YHVH name
and the five dots below it represent the upper i1 H of the name.

That means that the Vav 1 includes in it the upper two letters * Y and 11 H.

The Vav serves as a bridge between the upper and lower world as it is revealed in
the letter X Alef.

The upper Yod and Vav in the middle are the upper world and the VVav and the lower
Yod are for the lower world.

Yod is numerically 10 so the Alef is Yod + Vav + Yod = 26.

When the Vav is split for the two worlds we have Yod + Vav + Vav + Yod = 32.
The force of the Alef is revealed in the mouth through the 32 teeth, 16 above and 16
below.
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The sun, which is the aspect of Zeir Anpin and the letter |1 Vav, spreads out to the
moon, which is the aspect of Malchut, for unification. The power to extend comes from
the right and left columns that are included in the Vav that is the central column. The
spread-out is through Yessod which is like a tool for the unification that channels the
Light to Malchut.

The human body is one unit in the shape of the letter Vav but in it, we see the right
and left that make it one.

In the head, we see the right and left brain, two eyes, two ears and two nostrils of the
one nose. The tongue is the aspect of Yessod and the lips of the mouth are Malchut.
Together they deliver, manifest, and express the will of the upper levels.

The body with two hands, and two legs; the penis is the aspect of Yessod, and its head
is Malchut of Yessod.

On the path of the central column of the body, we have the middle brain and the very
important pineal gland that helps us with our spiritual connections. The mid-brain
stretches down through the spinal cord that gives balance to the entire body.

The heart, between the two lungs, maintains the soul in the body and keeps it alive.
The penis manifests the energy of the entire body from the brain and heart through
the spine to bring the energy of life to Malchut.

This study is just a tip of the iceberg of what we can learn from the body.

In Job 19:26 we read “from my flesh I see God” and that teaches us that we can learn
about the spiritual system of the Tree of Life from the way the body is formed.
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The Hebrew letter Vav I looks like a vertical line, connecting upper and lower. When
used in Hebrew at the beginning of a word it means ‘and’, connecting the previous
word to the one that follows.

God elevated Moses to the level of Da’at, using him as a connector from the upper three
Sefirot to the lower seven, which is the six sefirot of Zeir Anpin and Malchut. Moses is
the aspect of the sun, Zeir Anpin that receives its energy from Binah. The Zohar
teaches us that Moses didn’t have unification with the moon that is the aspect of
Malchut until he was included from the Right and Left columns that form the letter
Vav, which can be used by him to channel the Light to Malchut.

Moses was a Levitte, which is the Left column and his brother, Aaron, was transformed
to be a priest, which is the Right column. God put them together so Moses could bring
down Light from above to Malchut.

As we learn here and from this Zohar and many others, the Light can come down to
Malchut only with the unification of Zeir Anpin and Malchut. Before each prayer, we
say a small paragraph that helps to set our consciousness to make unification of upper
and lower.

Then we describe the action
that will follow.

This meditation helps us transform the action/prayer to the spiritual connection that
draws Light.
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There’s a special ‘L’'shem Yichud’ before the washing of the hands and ‘Hamotzi’, Then
we have another L’shem Yichud after the meal and before the blessing of the food,
‘Birkat Hamazon’. I strongly suggest reading or scanning it even if you are singing it
with a large group. This spiritual technology helps in maximizing the Light that we
draw to the world.

The world is hungry for Light that will help remove the chaos that spreads everywhere.
Do your best for yourself, your family, your community, and the world.

We may not be like Moses that has the channel to bring Mashiach to the world but we
can definitely become a small or big representation of the letter Vav in the world.

For those who don’t know prayers use the big Vav that is the Zohar. Use the
consciousness behind the “L’shem Yichud” and read/scan Zohar. The ultimate
connection for the unification of the entire Tree of Life is “Elijah Opened”. Use it daily
with the consciousness that everything you do is for the sake of unification upper and

lower and you are on the good side of the Tree.

That is why the Torah tells us that if we follow its laws we connect to life in this world
and the world to come.

“But you who held fast to the LORD your God are alive today, every one of you.”

The word ‘Di*d’, ‘today’ refers to present and future. The Torah is life and with the
Zohar, we connect to it and draw life into our lives.
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The Zohar discusses the difference in the ways Tzadikim are tested.

In the following verse, we read that God, ELHYM, initiates a test with specific
details, telling Abraham to take his son to Mount Moriah where he will put him on

an altar for sacrifice.

In the next verse, we see that YHVH suggests to Satan to deal with Job. God doesn’t
give details but lets Satan freedom to do as he sees fit for the process. The only
condition was that Satan could not take Job’s life.

Job 1:8

“And YHVH said to Satan, ‘Have you considered my servant Job, that there is none
like him on the earth, a blameless and upright man, who fears God and turns away
from evil?’”

There are two paths to correction. One path is when the process is guided from the
higher levels. Every test and work put on those who follow the righteous path is to
support them in the process of elevating themselves to a higher level.

The other path is when Satan is given the freedom to judge and execute judgments
on us. The process is usually difficult and comes with different kinds of pain. In
most cases, we must go through the painful path before we are cleansed to a level
that helps us receive greater challenges from God and accept the hardship with
appreciation to the process.

Righteous people have personal guidance from above and all the challenges they
receive help them reach higher levels.

Satan was created to serve God, and even if we see terrible things happening to us
or to others by Satan we should always remember that there is only one force in
control of this world and it is YHVH. All the horrors of the evil world around us
happen in the physical level of Malchut. Everything is temporary and part of the
global correction.

When we see the expression of evil, we need to look for a correction and that is
never done by raising greater evil to subdued the smaller one.

The Zohar says that a little light pushes away a lot of darkness. It is correct for our
own lives and for the world in general.

Light up your candle with the study of Zohar and help others do the same. On the
death anniversary of Tzadikim, we light candles to connect, ask and receive their
support. The Unity Zohar is another great tool to keep the Light of the Zohar lit all
over the world.
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The Zohar teaches us the difference between ‘End of Days’ and ‘End of the Right'.
In Hebrew ‘days’ is ‘D', numerically 100 and ‘right’ is ‘|'n*’, numerically 110. The
‘end of days’ connects to the other side like the end of Malchut, which is the tenth
and the lower level.

The “End of the Right’ is the column that connects us to the upper three sefirot and
the revelation of Chassadim in the world.

Genesis 4:3

“So it came about in the end of days that Cain brought an offering to YHVH of the
fruit of the ground.”

Cain brought an offering to YHVH from the lower level of Malchut, the ground and
as we read later, God didn’t respect it.

The prophet Daniel received a prophecy about the end of time and he didn’t
understand what type of ‘end’ will be until he was told that the end will be of the
‘Right’. ‘Right’ is the last word of the last verse of the book of Daniel.

Daniel 12:13

“and you, go to the end; and rest and rise for your allotted portion, for the end of the
right.”

“O YHVH, make me know my end and what is the measure of my days; let me
know how fleeting (also means end of existence. Z.) | am!”

Days are also aspects of the seven sefirot of Chessed to Malchut. King David, who
is the aspect of Malchut, was born to die immediately but Adam gave him 70 years
of his life. King David prayed to God to let him know what type of end will he have.
He asked to know if he revealed enough Light to merit the ‘end’ that is of the ‘Right’
and not the ‘end’ of no existence “>71’.

King David knew the gift of life that he received from Adam and knew that only
with the Light he can have existence, in his life on earth and in the world to come.
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When he asked “what is the measure of my days” he wanted to know if he built a
complete vessel for the seven sefirot, giving him the Light and merits to rise at the
‘End of the Right’.(Read more about this verse from King David in Zohar VVayechi

#500)

Every one of us should ask himself every day if he worked enough of his Tikkun
and has the merits for a proper ‘end’. Will he reach the end of his physical days
knowing that he filled his *days’ with Light and now is going to ‘rest’ until the time

he rises to the ‘Right’.

“and Abel also brought of the firstborn of his flock and of their fat portions. And YHVH
had regard for Abel and his offering”

The Zohar explains that ‘and Abel also’, means that Abel’s offering to YHVH was mostly
to the side of holiness and also small part for the other side. Cain brought offerings
that were mostly to the other side and little of it to the holy side. That is why Cain’s
offerings were rejected and Abel’s was accepted.

All material things of this world include forces of the other side because for its existence
every matter needs desire for the self alone.

Every action we do in this world is the aspect of bringing an offering to YHVH because
we need to elevate sparks of Light from food, work, relationship, and everything else
around us.

Abel made efforts to select from the firstborn and picked the best parts of his portions.
That means that he had a consciousness of elevating his offering. He didn’t just pick
something from what he had like Cain (Genesis 4:3) ‘Cain brought from the fruit of the
ground’.
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In previous lessons (https://dailyzohar.com/daily-zohar-2050/), we studied the
importance of spiritual connections with proper consciousness, making unification of
upper and lower to draw Light.

When you give your tithe, pause and meditate that you do it from the heart,
appreciating the gifts of sustenance you receive from above. Dedicate your giving to
reveal more Light in your life and the world. With that consciousness, the blessings
will come sooner or later as God promises (Malachi 3:10).

Everything we study in the Zohar is about how to make a better connection and draw
more Light into our lives for correction, purification, and for the world.

The word Kabbalah, that means Teceiving’, also comes from the root word “1j7’,
‘parallel’. On the lower level, we have the corporeal world of Malchut, dark and without
light. Parallel to it is the spiritual world with the life force that sustains our world. With
the knowledge and tools of Kabbalah, as the Zohar teaches us, we connect and receive
the upper Light.

“And when the days of the feast had run their course, Job would send and consecrate
them, and he would rise early in the morning and offer burnt offerings according to
the number of them all. Job said, “It may be that my children have sinned, and cursed
God in their hearts.” Thus Job did continually.”
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Job was protective of his children and kept bringing offerings that removed any
negativity from their actions. Job never shared his offerings with the other side but he
received protection from above. The Zohar reveals that if Job were to share his offering
with the other side Satan wouldn’t have been able to use any power on him.

The Zohar wants to teach us that the other side is an integral part of our existence.
Our connection to the physical/material aspects of life is feeding the other side. If our
connection is totally pure then we are starving the other side that waits for a weak
moment to attack us and take everything we owe him plus interest. If we don’t elevate
the material connection then the other side takes the best out of us and our energy is
drained.

When we work, eat, produce, earn money from this world we should have the
consciousness to be with the Light and at the same time enjoy it on the lower level to
satisfy the other side with small and controlled portions.

If we did something and failed to have the consciousness of the Light, we shouldn’t feel
as we lost to the other side but say to yourself that this time you gave him a big portion
and not the next. It’s the game of life and we need to keep it in balance. Without desires
for the self, we can’t have desires for the Light and without the Light, we can not have
long term success in the fight against the other side.

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When the Holy One Blessed Be He wanted to have unification with the Israelites in
Egypt. It wasn’t the proper time because as the Zohar describes, “The foreskin covers
the light”. The presence of the negative side as the Klipa (shell) blocked the Light of
Chokmah that was needed to have a direct connection between God and his people.
The unification was needed to separate them from the control of Egypt and to take
them out to freedom. God sent the minister of the other side, Satan, to be busy with
testing Job’s faith.

He rushed the Israelites out before Satan finish his deal with Job and come for them.
Exodus 12:11

“NIN'Z RIN NOY ,[iT9NQ INK DN'72XI ;D TR DY7P D721 DD'7Y) ,0MAN DRNNN—INK 17OKA ,NY)I”
“Now you shall eat it in this manner: with your loins girded, your sandals on your feet,
and your staff in your hand; and you shall eat it in haste- it is Passover for YHVH.”
The lamb was the aspect of the Egyptians God. The Israelites ordered to sacrifice a
lamb and eat it after it was roasted over a fire to burn any negative aspect of desire
from it.

The Matzah was also a tool to disconnect from the desire for the self that couldve
attracted the negative side and blocked the great light God revealed when they left

Egypt.
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“You shall observe the Feast of Unleavened Bread; for seven days you are to eat
unleavened bread, as I commanded you, at the appointed time in the month Aviv, for
in it you came out of Egypt. And none shall appear before Me empty-handed”

We are commanded to keep the holiday of the Matzos (unleavened bread, Passover).
The Zohar explains that those who eat Chametz (leavened bread) is like a person who
follows idol worshiping.

God took out the Israelites from Egypt, releasing them from the control of the other-
side, which took control over them using their desire for the self alone. There were
millions of Israelites in Egypt that adopted the Egyptians ways and didn’t want to leave
Egypt. The sages tell us that these millions of Israelites died during the plague of
darkness and buried immediately without the knowledge of the Egyptians.

The desire for the self alone is the aspect of death. Following the Light is freedom and
life.

The Zohar explains that when the evil side invades the person’s consciousness through
a negative opening like the desire for the self alone, it grows inside the person,
weakening his positive side until assuming full control.

The protection from losing to the negative side comes from a daily connection to the
Zohar that blocks the evil from invading our thoughts and actions.
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“He that blessed his friend with a loud voice, rising early in the morning, it will be

counted a curse to him”
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Proverbs teaches us that a person that blesses his friend in a loud voice early in the
morning, it would be considered for him as a curse. A man should connect to his soul
to YHVH with the morning blessings and prayer before greeting another person unless
the other person is a Tzadik.

The Zohar explains that God created us with a holy soul that has three levels of light,
Nefesh, Ruach, and Neshama. All three levels participate in every action a person does.
They are considered connected as one, like in the upper levels of Binah (Neshama),
Zeir Anpin(Ruach) and Malchut(Nefesh). Neshama is the higher level and it can get
impure by negative actions.

After sleep, our soul is still under the influence of the force of death that was in the
body during the night sleep. Blessing another person while in such a state, draws light
that goes to the other side and that is considered as idol worshipping. Greeting a
Tzadik is an act of elevation and considered as a person bless YHVH.

The first thing a person should do upon waking up is to sit on the bed and thank God
for returning his soul to him.

Then we wash hands (three alternates), then read the 18-morning blessings that
restore the life force from YHVH in our body. These blessings and the Shema Yisrael
prayer purifies the blood and soul level of Nefesh, strengthening the hold of the soul
over the body.

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“Stop regarding man, whose Neshama is in his nostrils; For why should he be
esteemed?”

The nose and nostrils are the channels by which God gave us life (Genesis 2:7)
“breathed into his nostrils the breath of life”.

Anger is released energy that gets out through the nose, in Hebrew qx’ that is also a
word that describes anger (Numbers 11:1 and many others).

The prophet Isaiah advises us to keep a distance from those who don’t control their
anger.

A person that gets angry and releases his anger into this world, pushes away his soul
levels and replaces them with the energy of the other-side. He loses control over himself
and his body serves as a tool for the other-side. He becomes an idol worshipper.
Letting anger have control over our words, actions, and any type of expression in this
world is like turning off the Light, letting darkness the freedom to come in as invited
guest.

The cause of our anger always comes from the other-side and all kinds of negativity,
which is external to us. If we react with anger we lose to the opponent, if we just don’t
react the opponent will always lose.
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Anger pushes away the soul level of Neshama that can connect to Chokmah that is
true wisdom. There’s a huge difference between the wisdom that comes from the
spiritual level of Chokmah and the wisdom of people that comes from knowledge
of the ‘science’ of this world. The level of Chokmah is pure as it receives everything
from Keter and delivers the Light to Binah. There’s no process or aspect of
corruption in the transformation of light from Keter to Chokmah. Zeir Anpin is the
aspect of the process and Malchut is where the action/manifestation of the
process is taken place.

The wisdom that is revealed in Malchut without pure connection to the upper three
Sefirot has the aspect of good and bad. Every knowledge that comes out in Malchut
is corrupted with a ‘bad’/untrue aspect. The ‘wisdom’ in Malchut is temporary
because it is revealed in the world of ‘time’. There are many examples of scientists
that changed theories and ‘scientific’ findings/conclusions even Einstein changed
his own theories. Science with all of its wisdom has no true cures to the ills of the
world.

The *wisdom’ of the world is reflected nowadays with the spread of chaos almost
in every country in the world. The wisdom is contaminated with ‘bad’ so even if
some wise people have ‘ultimate’ solutions, the *bad’ corrupts all that is good.

The true wisdom can be achieved by accessing the root of all wisdom from the pure
fountain that comes from Chokmah and Binah. The Zohar reveals secrets centuries
before science discovered them. Rabbi Shimon was the true ‘scientist’ and he
revealed all the secrets of this world allowing him to control space and motion, even
control the angel of death. He could’ve controlled time and live forever as immortal
but the Creator didn’t allow him to do so.

The vessel for true wisdom is the soul level of Neshama that can be filled with light
with pure spiritual connections in a state of peace. An angry person can never
achieve such a level and see the truth in his life.

The opposite is true. Anger will only drive a person deeper down the abyss of
darkness and disconnection from the Light.

In the world of politics, we see a war between good and evil. People take sides away
from peace and that is why the negative side is winning. Sat-an already raises the
hate and anger level in the world, pushing the good that we had away from us. | see
friends on Facebook that used to be peaceful and loving, express hate and anger
because of fear that is based on their insecurities. They lose the Light that they had
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because of a political change that they believe would threaten their existence in
peace. They keep fighting for something that they think is right but the result is that
they are getting far away from peace and the Light.

With all the chaos that is going on in the world, we should have strong faith in
YHVH and cling to him because he’s the only one that can protect us. The Zohar
teaches us that a leader of a nation has no free choice. Everything he does is guided
from above and that is a reflection of our consciousness. The hate, fear, and anger
that drive people to react only put them on the negative side, which is darkness.
The Zohar tells us that we shouldn’t look into the face of an angry person because
the Klipa controls him at that time. This could affect us negatively. Only the Torah
and Zohar can purify our eyes, allowing our souls to achieve purity and higher
levels.

We should ignore everything that may cause us to react negatively. Facebook is
widely contaminated with ‘fighters’ that want to save the world by showing the
negativity of the other side, even if they know that it is mostly or partly fake. They
forget that when they choose a side they become the “other-side’.

We should not look in this “Face’ of negativity, it’s a Klipa that may cause us to
react and choose sides. Don’t Face it!

Facebook and other social media networks were supposed to provide service of
sharing that bring us together but nowadays it turned to be a tool for the negative
side to create greater separation and hate in the world.

Keep calm using Zohar’s study and choose peace. All other options are separation
and negative.

The Zohar is the ultimate study and revelation of the Light of the Torah. It’s our
Noah’s Ark and can protect and save us from the chaos that spreads in this world.
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The Zohar explains that even if the anger was temporary, the effect is long term. The
anger pushed away the holiness that was in the person and allowed the other side to
come in and be part of the person’s soul. The negativity and impurity can leave the
person only if he purifies himself and draws holiness back into his soul and life.
Malchut is the ‘dwelling’ place for the Shechina because only in Malchut the upper
levels can be expressed. Chokmah of Adam Kadmon is Atzilut that came out to create
the world below.

The blood is where the lower soul level of Nefesh exists and when a person is angry his
blood ‘boils’. The Zohar reveals that the Liver and Spleen are the place of nina, ‘Hell’,
in the body. They deal with the negativity that is in our blood.

The distance from the world of Atzilut to Malchut and the dwelling of the Shechina
creates a state of ‘anger’ or “trembling”. This is an energy field that is created when a
lack of light is experienced. The Tikkun process puts the entire existence in the state
of ‘anger’.

Before Mashiach, we have this state.

Joel 2:10 “nmy 1wy ,YIx n1) 1197” “Before them the earth quaketh, the heavens
tremble;”

Isaiah 14:7

“ N3 ,1NYD ;YIXD-72 ,NYPY NNy

“The whole earth is at rest, and is quiet; they break forth into singing.”

In this prophecy, Isaiah tells us that when the Final Redemption comes, the Light will
fill up all lacks of light and the earth will come to rest.

As Zohar readers, we know and feel how we can take better control of our anger. When
you see a person ‘shaking’ with anger then you know that he doesn’t have much light.
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“Stop regarding man, whose Neshama is in his nostrils; For why should he be
esteemed?”

The nose and its nostrils are the channels that God pushed in life into us, (Genesis
2:7) “breathed into his nostrils the breath of life”

Anger is an energy that goes through the nose. The Hebrew word X’ is also a word
that describes anger (Numbers 11:1 and many others).

Anger releases the life force out of the nose, where we receive and maintain life. An
angry person is called a place of idol worship because when this light goes out,
darkness takes place together with forces of the other-side.
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We should stay away from all kinds of idol worship to disconnect from the influence of
the negative-side. An angry person becomes impure and to protect ourselves we need

to stay away from him.
Exodus 34:17

“You are not to make molten gods (Mask) for yourselves.”

The ‘molten god’is a representation of a negative force. A face of an angry or evil person
shows its negative side and we should avoid looking at them for our spiritual purity.
That is why the verse state ‘for yourselves’, which means for our protection.
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“You shall observe the Feast of Unleavened Bread; for seven days you are to eat
unleavened bread, as I commanded you, at the appointed time in the month of Aviv
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(Spring), for in it you came out of Egypt. And none shall appear before Me empty-
handed.”

Exodus 13:6

“NIN'7 a0 ,'ynaYin L0 N¥N 78R 0! nyay”

“For seven days you shall eat unleavened bread, and on the seventh day there shall be
a feast to YHVH.”

During the holiday of Passover, we eat the ‘unleavened bread’ that we call Matzah. The
Zohar explains that the holiday of Sukkot that we also celebrate for seven days is at a
higher level than Passover.

The word for Matzah is TNixn’ and in this verse it is N¥n’, missing the letter Vav.
Passover is a connection to the seven sefirot of Malchut and Sukkot that is exactly six
months after, the connection is to the seven sefirot of Binah.

The holiday of Passover was declared before the Israelites received the Torah and for
that reason, the word for Matzah is missing the Vav, 9’ that represents Zeir Anpin. The
prayer connections on Sukkot are longer than those of Passover.
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We know that on the first night of Passover, there is a higher unification of Zeir Anpin
and Malchut and they receive the light from the supernal Father and Mother. The
question is why Malchut went back to its place for the seven days that follow.
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Leviticus 16:6

“Then Aaron shall offer the bull for the sin offering which is for himself, that he may
make atonement for himself and for his household.”

Aaron brought an offering to purify himself before he purified his household. In a
similar way, on the first night of Pesach, the Shechina sanctifies herself by Father
(Chokmah) and Mother (Binah) above so she can go down and sanctify her house,
which Malchut, where her children reside. This process is done through the seven days
of Passover. These days establish a foundation for the connection to the lower seven
Sefirot, which is the Six Sefirot of Zeir Anpin and Malchut. The sanctified house,
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Malchut and the children need to connect the Shechina back to Father and Mother.
Their process takes seven weeks and it is called the counting of the Omer.
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The counting of the Omer is done while standing because this connection is to the
levels of Zeir Anpin, which is above Malchut. Standing is an aspect of Male and
sitting is an aspect of a female. We stand during our prayers when we connect to
Zeir Anpin and above and sit when we draw down Light to our vessel, Malchut. We
also stand to honor the upper worlds. The two legs are the aspect of Netzach and
Hod and include Yessod that connects them together.

The Light that comes down has a full “‘body’ and has the Sefirot of Chokmah, Binah,
Daat, which is the aspect of the head. Then Chessed, Gevurah, and Tiferet that is
the upper body. Netzach, Hod, and Yessod is the aspect of the lower part of the
body. To connect to the Light in complete form, we stand so our vessel and
especially our lower part of the vessel that is Netzach, Hod, and Yessod would
connect to the same levels of the Light.

Lesson;

Our spiritual connections include different phases of sitting and standing for the
reasons explained above. It is also important to the direction of our body. The most
elevated phase of our prayers is when we stand for the silent prayer, Amida, and
face the East, which is the aspect of the Central column, Tiferet.

When a Tzadik or a father or a man that we honor makes a spiritual connection, it
would be good for us to stand and have an affinity with his connection that would
benefit us.

The direction of our beds especially for a couple that is planning to have children is
best positioned with the head toward the East and legs toward the west. The most
important is to have the head farther from the entrance to the room because
negativity lurks by the door.

When a couple comes together in bed to have a child, the woman that is the aspect
of Malchut should lay down and the man that is the aspect of Zeir Anpin, channeling
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the Light should be above. After channeling the ‘Light’ the man should stay above
the woman until his Yessod finishes the delivery of the Light and retract by itself.
Because Netzach, Hod, and Yessod are connected together, ‘damaging’ the channel
of Yessod set flaws to the legs. A man should not spill his seeds because it would
hurt all aspects of walking. It includes the actual legs, the path of sustenance and
relationships. Yessod is our channel of Light and if it’s flawed, we damage all
aspects of fulfillment we desire in this world, spiritual or material.

Yessod is also the aspect of a “‘door’ that is controlled by Sam-el and his female (Li-
li-th. Do not pronounce their names. Use a short version like sam and Lili). The best
cure against them is the study of the Torah. The numerical value of both controllers
of the negative-side n>°>+%xno equal 611 same as Torah 7n. The two are also the
aspect of the ‘Snake’ that has the numerical value of 358, the same as for Mashiach.

When we control the Snake, we can see Mashiach. B”H Today, Amen.
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The counting of the Omer is related to the connection to Zeir Anpin. It has the aspect
of male and men should follow this precept. Women are not obligated to count the days
of the Omer because as females they have the aspect of Malchut. They receive the light

from the connection that men do.
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On the first day of Passover we have the full revelation of the light of Zeir Anpin and
the night of the Seder, have the aspect of the day. This light fills the lower seven sefirot
of the vessel in Malchut to sanctify it.

Leviticus 23:15

“N)UNA NN ,NINAY V2Y IN9NND MY-NK 0NN DI ,NAYD MNAN 037 DNY9Q1.”

“You shall also count for yourselves from the day after the Sabbath, from the day when
you brought in the sheaf of the wave offering; there shall be seven complete sabbaths”
After the first day, we start the counting of seven weeks to reconnect the upper
days/sefirot of Zeir Anpin to rebuild each sefira in our vessel.

Lesson;

When Light is revealed, everything is included in the beginning. It’s our work that
connects that light into our vessels.

The first day of creation is called ‘Day one’, not ‘first day’. The following days were
described as the ‘second day’,’third day’ and so on until the seventh day that was called
‘Shabbat’, which means ‘rest’.

When we reveal light, we expand our vessels with it. Shortly after we feel a lack of
fulfillment because the vessel grew and need more light to fill up the newly created
space.

The sages tell us that “the reward for a Mitzvah is a Mitzvah”, meaning that we are
given a new opportunity to make a Mitzvah.

Once we have a space in the vessel that was created by a Mitzvah, we are presented
with another opportunity to make a greater Mitzvah fill up the new resized vessel with
Light that would again expand the vessel and make new ‘room’ for a new light.

It’s not an easy process and some people would like to feel complete fulfillment and
rest, but that is impossible on the righteous path. Avoiding opportunities to do Mitzvah
and draw light, shrink our vessels. For these situations, the sages tell us that “a
transgression brings another transgression”.

Expanding and strengthening our vessels require work and the best way to maintain
easy growth is by doing good and avoiding bad. The daily study even if it is short, helps
us staying on the righteous path. It will reward us in this world or the world to come.
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After the seven weeks of counting the Omer, Malchut is sanctified and ready to have
unification with Zeir Anpin. It is the 50th day after the first day of Passover, and it is
called the holiday of Shavuot.
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When we arrive at the 50th day, we reach the level of Binah that controls the 49
days/sefirot of Zeir Anpin that represents the whole Torah. Because of the work below
of building the vessel with the process of the counting, we created the bridge to the
Torah and had merit to receive it.

Lesson;

We celebrate Passover in the fifteenth day, the full moon of the first month of the year.
Pesach is the aspect of the Right Column. Sukkot that is exactly six months earlier is
the Left Column. Fifty days after Pesach we celebrate Shavuot that represents the
Central column, Zeir Anpin and the Torah. Shavuot is marked on the third month
(Sivan that is after Nisan and Iyar) to represent the balance of the ‘third’. The 50th day
falls on the sixth of the month, where six represents the letter Viv of the YHVH name
and Zeir Anpin.

We work during the six days of the week to build a vessel so, on the seventh day that
is Shabbat, we can connect and receive the Light of the Torah through a process of
Seven elevations that are called ‘Aliyot’. "y’ means ‘elevation’ and the four letters
form n' 7y ‘above — YH’ where n' YH are the letters for Chokmah and Binah, the levels
that we always want to connect.

The study of Zohar and Kabbalah teach us the spiritual technology we need to use to
build ‘bridges’ and connect better to the Light of the upper three Sefirot that control
every level of our lives.
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Psalms 84:4
“7R1 7N NINAY DINY DN DY D'DIDX MDY WK A7 |7 TNT N1 NRYQ 1I9X DA.”
“Even the bird finds a home, and the sparrow a nest for herself, where she may lay her
young, at your altars, O YHVH of hosts, my King, and my God.”
The sparrow bird lives around humans. It usually nests under roofs or attached to a
house. The sparrow bird lay her young in the nest and stay with them for fifty days.
After that time passes, they separate.

The Hebrew name for this bird is 9NT that means ‘reedom,” which is the aspect of
Binah that is on the 50th gate from Malchut that is the aspect of the bird in the nest.
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Our nest is the home that we create for ourselves for the study of the Torah. The young
we lay, is our work of drawing and continuing the Light we receive. We follow a process
of sacrifices on the altar of life to reach Binah, where we connect and enjoy all aspects
of freedom.

Lesson;

The Bible uses different symbols like in this case, ‘bird’ and ‘nest’ to represent different
spiritual aspects. These symbols help us see the world around us in part of the Creator,
and there’s nothing but him. The sparrow supports his young for 50 days, which is
the time required for them to reach the independent state.

We achieve freedom when we follow every action as building a nest that is a vessel for
the Light and continue the work until we reach the light of Binah.
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Leviticus 25:8, 10

“YUR ,D°WT DAY YaY 0 L7 VT SDORYD VAW 0 vay-0oy nhav vay 77 5720)
My ,0yaRY”
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“You are also to count off seven sabbaths of years for yourself, seven times seven
years, so that you have the time of the seven sabbaths of years, namely, forty-nine
years.”

“*You shall thus consecrate the fiftieth year and proclaim a release through the land
to all its inhabitants. It shall be a jubilee for you, and each of you shall return to his
property, and each of you shall return to his family.”

The Torah teaches us how to connect the blessings of Binah to the material world.
We count a cycle of seven years seven times. The seventh-year would be a
sabbatical year, and we are told not to work the land. After we complete the cycle
of seven times seven, we arrive at the fiftieth year that is the Jubilee year, and the
land connects to the aspect of freedom. We are told to free the slaves, to reclaim and
return to our land.
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The Sabbatical year gives the land spiritual nourishment from God’s blessings and
continues to be fruitful. The Jubilee year release the bond to the land. The slaves are
freed and open for a new ‘contract’. Lands that were sold to others are no longer
have a hold on the land, and the original owner can come back and resettle in his
land. These Torah laws teach us that God owns everything and we have only a
temporary grip of the material world.

Exodus 32:16

“niea Y NIND RIT DOTOR AR 2nond) ng ooIRR avyn nhvm”

“The tablets were God’s work, and the writing was God’s writing engraved on the
tablets.”

The words of the Torah given on Mount Sinai were engraved on the Tablets. The
Zohar tells us to read the word “‘engraved,” ‘man’ with the same letters and different
Nikud (vowels) that mean “freedom.’

The Torah is our connection to Freedom that comes from Binah. Binah is the aspect
of the supreme aspect of freedom represented by the upper 7H of the YHVH name.
Malchut is the lower iH and the lower aspect of freedom. We earn the freedom in
Malchut when we connect to the seventh which is Shabbat, Sabbatical year and
Jubilee (7x7). On the seventh level, the vessel that is Malchut 7H has an affinity
with Binah H and able to draw ‘freedom’ that is pure and unlimited blessings.
Lesson;

The Creator, blessed be He created the spiritual system with seven lower sefirot that
represent the process and the ‘ladder’ to the upper three Sefirot that provide the
Light in its pure state. When we ‘count’ and climb the ‘ladder’ we connect to the
upper three Sefirot. Binah is at the gate of the top three Sefirot. She brings down to
us the blessings from the Endless Light that comes through Keter and Chokmabh.

It is essential for us to be ready for Shabbat with a big vessel, ‘loaded’ with positive
actions and “‘climb’ to the desired level to receive the blessings of the seventh.

The aspect of Tzedakah is a critical connection that elevates Malchut to Yessod and
the entire seven sefirot. To receive the weekly benefit, I strongly recommend giving
a small amount to Tzedakah every week to sources of light that add to your
‘understanding,” which is the level of Binah. This is spiritual teachings, not a
solicitation to give money here, even though we welcome your donations to support
our DZ projects and continue spreading light to all people around the world. The
fundamental way to prepare for Shabbat is to put a few coins in the Tzedakah
box/jar/vessel before lighting the Shabbat candles.

Giving every week even a small amount adds the aspect of sharing into your vessel
and connects it to Yessod. We can give every week to a different source that benefits
us by providing a better connection to the Light. Each one of them has the aspect of
the seventh because they help with higher-level connections.
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Here is another recommendation to connect our channel of sustenance to the
seventh.

It would be good to dedicate an hour of work or more (up to ¥ of the monthly tithe)
to the “Seventh’. Pick an hour during the week and meditate that the work efforts
that you do during this hour is dedicated to Tzedaka. This dedication and mediation
would draw light to your job, business and or any activity that gives you income
and sustenance.
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The Israelites had two types of bread at the beginning of their journey. One was the
Matzah that they ate when they left Egypt. It has the aspect of Malchut. The second
one was the Manna that came from heaven, the level of Zeir Anpin.

“Then YHVH said to Moses, “Behold, I will rain bread from heaven for you; and the
people shall go out and gather a day’s portion every day, that I may test them, whether
or not they will walk in My instruction.”

On the holiday of Shavuot, we are asked to bring to the priest bread and along with
it, lambs, bulls, and rams as offerings. The bread represents our sustenance and the
force of life. It is the most important offering on Shavuot because the sustenance comes
from heaven, YHVH, Zeir Anpin, the Torah.

Leviticus23:17,18

“You shall bring in from your dwelling places two loaves of bread for a wave offering,
made of two-tenths of an ephah; they shall be of fine flour, baked with leaven as first
fruits to YHVH.”

“Along with the bread you shall present seven one-year-old male lambs without defect,
and a bull of the herd and two rams; they are to be a burnt offering to YHVH, with
their grain offering and their drink offerings, an offering by fire of a soothing aroma to
YHVH.”
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Exodus 13:7

“T223-223-RW 72 RPN PR T2 O8N ;000 nYW NN 208 ,niRn”
“Unleavened bread shall be eaten throughout the seven days, and nothing leavened
shall be seen among you, nor shall any leaven be seen among you in all your
borders.”

The bread that the Israelites ate when they left EQypt was Matzah. It was simple and
didn’t expand like regular bread. During the seven days of Passover, we are
instructed to avoid eating ‘y»n’ (pronounced ‘Chametz’), *unleavened bread’. We
are not even allowed to see it, to give honor to the Matzah. Later the Israelites had
the bread from the level of Zeir Anpin. The Zohar asks; why do we avoid it during
Pesach and why do we offer Chametz as a sacrifice. The answer is that the Torah
that we connect to on that day is freedom and the evil inclination that comes from
the aspect of ‘chametz’ is annulled.

Lesson;

The lesson here is about the connection between the Torah, bread, and sustenance.
The numerical value of bread ‘on?’ is 78 that is equal to three times YHVH. Salt,
‘non’ has the same letters as bread and together we have 156, six times YHVH to
connect the six sefirot from Binah to Yessod. When we bless the bread and dip in
salt, we create a bridge for sustenance that manifests with the complete blessing of
the meal.

The best time to do that is after the morning prayer and dring a large cup of water
for connection to Chassadim. Water, ‘o°»’ with the numerical value of 90 for the
nine sefirot of Light and with the Kolel it’s 91 for the aspect of unification of upper
and lower.

The final meal blessing includes several ‘names.” Two important ones are *x» and
7nr. They come from the first and last letters of the verse from Psalms 145:16 “ nn»
77 nR’. “‘Open your hands’
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Tzedaka is very important as it opens the channel of Yessod. Putting a few coins
into a Tzedaka box is essential. When it fills up, you can give it to poor people and
or to those who help you make a spiritual connection. You can count the money
collected in the box and submit a payment online.

There are a lot more to write about the secrets of having sustenance and B”H I’ll
write a longer article and or video.
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The Israelites had two types of bread after leaving Egypt, on their journey to the
Promised Land. In the beginning, they were told to eat the unleavened bread, Matzah.
It has the aspect of Malchut but without the desire for the self. The second ‘bread’ was
the Manna that came from heaven, with the aspect of Zeir Anpin.

To explain why it was so, the Zohar brings analogy to a king that had only one son.
One day the son had the desire to eat but they wanted him to eat a special healing
food. They removed all other food from the home, so he will eat the healing food. After
that, he could eat anything he desires without negative effects on him.
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When the Israelites left Egypt, they were not aware of the essence and the secrets of
the faith. The Holy One Blessed be He prevented any other food but the food of healing
that is the Matzah. After the connection to the Matzah with faith in him and the healing
aspects of the Matzah, they could eat the leavened bread and it won’t hurt them. On
the Holiday of Shavuot, they have a connection to bread from the higher levels that
brings the medicine for everyone.
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Leviticus 23:18
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“And you shall offer with the bread seven lambs of the first year, without blemish, one
young bull, and two rams. They shall be as a burnt offering to YHVH, with their grain
offering and their drink offerings, an offering made by fire for a sweet aroma to YHVH.”
On Shavuot, the Torah commands to bring two loaves of leavened bread offerings to
the priest then add seven lambs. When the leavened bread burns on the Altar, it
removes the control of the evil side from Israel. It helps the Israelites to stick to the
Holy One Blessed be He and connect to the healing aspect of the Torah.

If the Israelites were keeping the aspects of these two types of bread, they would never
experience judgment.

Lesson;

The ‘appetite’ of freedom is big and God wanted us to restrict the desire for the self by
eating Matzah. These disconnections from the evil inclination created pure space in
the Israelites to receive the Light. They were ordered to eat Matzah for seven days to
have at least one Shabbat during this process and elevate to receive the Light of Binah.

Before the seven days of Pesach, we burn the Chametz that is the aspect of the evil
inclination in us and eats the Matzah that during these days becomes a channel of
health for us.

On Shavuot, we receive the Torah and the offering and burning of the leavened bread
open for us a wider change to the Light of the Torah, Zeir Anpin.

If we burn our ‘Chametz’ and open ourselves to the Torah, we become free from the
control of the evil side.
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The day of Rosh Hashanah is a day of judgment for those who didn’t eat the food of
healing that is the Matzah. They left the food of the Torah and ate Chametz. On Rosh
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Hashanah the Holy One Blessed be He sits on his throne and judges the whole world.
The Chametz comes up tells about the person and prosecute him.
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When the Holy One Blessed be He gave the Torah to the Israelites, he gave them a taste
from the bread of heavens that is the inner Light of Zeir Anpin. Malchut receives from
this bread and it revealed to them the secrets of the Torah and the righteous path to
follow.
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Lesson;

The Chametz represents our desire for the self alone that drives negative actions.

The Zohar tells us that if we have full control over the desire for the self and know how
to follow the Torah then there is nothing to judge us on Rosh Hashanah. Without
‘Chametz’ to testify against us, we receive a clean file for the coming year.

Those who were guided to the study and knowledge of the Zohar, received a gift from
God to use and follow. If they stop the connection to the Zohar for some reason. They
would be judged for leaving the righteous path.

It’s not easy to apply restrictions in life but we must stay on the path and seek the
light no matter what temporary pleasures call us to stay away from the righteous path.
Righteous people with control over their desires make a serious connection on Rosh
Hashanah because in their minds every thought that is not related to Torah is a waste
of time and Light that they could have drawn to the world and help more people.

Rabbi Shimon and his son, Rabbi Elazar were walking with Rabbi Aba and Rabbi Yossi.
On their way, they saw an old person holding a child in his hand.

After seeing this elder, Rabbi Shimon told Rabbi Aba, it is certain that we can learn
new things from this elder.
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When Rabbi Shimon came closer to this man, he told him, “I see that you carry weight
on your back, who are you?”, “I am Jewish” replied the elder.

Rabbi Shimon continued asking him to the place he comes from and the elder replied
that he used to live with people that retired to the desert and study Torah with them.
Now he came to the city to be closer to the Holy One Blessed be He during the days of
the seventh month.
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Rabbi Shimon was happy and asked the elder to sit with them and share words of
Torah because he is certain that the Holy One Blessed be He sent him to them.

Rabbi Shimon asked the elder to tell about the wisdom they revealed in the desert on
the seventh month and why he chose to leave the desert and come to the city.

The elder said that from the questions he can tell that Rabbi Shimon’s wisdom is from
the highest level.

Lesson;

The elder’s teachings continue in the following studies and from these Zohar
paragraphs, we can learn a few important things.

Rabbi Ashlag explains that the elder is the aspect of inner Light and the child is the
vessel that reveals that light.

Rabbi Shimon saw that an asked “Who are you”, the elder answered that he is Jewish.
It’s not a common answer to such a question but the elder understood that Rabbi
Shimon wanted to get to know his soul and that is why he answered shortly “I am
Jewish” to tell that his soul is connected to the Torah.

The desert is the place of the other side and the ‘weight’ that the elder was carrying is
the aspect of negativity that can be cleared on Rosh Hashanah and Yom Kippur that
is on the seventh month.

Being alone is the aspect of dwelling in the desert where the negative side can have a
stronger influence on us. When we are with other people connected to the Torah, we
create a stronger force against the other-side, especially when praying together on
Rosh Hashanah and Yom Kippur.
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Deuteronomy 1:31

“and in the wilderness where you saw how YHVH your God carried you, as a man
carries his son, in all the way that you went until you came to this place.”
Deuteronomy 8:15

“who led you through that great and terrible wilderness, in which were fiery serpents
and scorpions and thirsty land where there was no water; who brought water for you
out of the flinty rock;”

The elder quotes these verses and asks why God lead the Israelites through the desert
that is difficult to cross and full of dangerous elements.
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The elder explains that when the Israelites left Egypt they just became six hundred
thousand people. Because of that, the holy side of Malchut got stronger and elevated,
and the Light shone in Malchut and subdue the negative side.

The minister of the negative side, Sam-1 has dominion over the desert that is his
dwelling place. The Holy One Blessed be He took the Israelites through the desert to
break the power and control of Sam-I. If the Israelites didn’t sin, the Holy One Blessed
be He would have removed him from the world.

Lesson;

Rabbi Shimon asked previously about the ‘weight’ that the elder was carrying and the
verses that the elder quotes tells about the Israelites that God carried on his ‘shoulders’
like a father carries his son to protect him from harm.
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One of the thirteen attributes of God is |iy X ‘carry (our) iniquity’ that means that he
carries/holds our ‘punishment/‘correction’ on him, giving us opportunities to make
the proper corrections by ourselves.

The ‘fiery serpents and scorpions’ are aspects of ‘challenges’ in our lives (desert). They
give us opportunities to break the control and influence of the other-side on us.

The Torah is the Light that helps us overcome the challenges. If we stay with the
teachings of the Torah, we connect to the thirteen attributes of God that help us cross
the ‘desert’ safely and reach the ‘promised Land’.

We are living in a very challenging time on a personal and global level. YOU are not
alone with serpents and scorpions on your path. We are all in the same desert but we
can shrink it if we have certainty, keep moving forward toward the Light and soon we
reach the promised land.

The Holy Ari teaches us that when we are confused or lost our way on the path then
we should turn to the Right because the Right is Chessed and righteousness that
connects us to the Holy One Blessed be He. He is close to us when we seek him.
Psalms 145:18

MR WK DY R DY A ang.”

“YHVH is near to all who call upon Him, To all who call upon Him in truth.”
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After the first sin, God defined the future relationship between the Snake and man.

Genesis 3:15

“ARY NOIYN NAXI WNY 91U XN

“He shall bruise your head, And you shall bruise His heel”

The Israelites sinned several times after they left Egypt and the Snake ‘bit’ them. Even

though they had success against him at the beginning, they weren’t careful and lost

the battle to him. Because of that, the entire generation that left Egypt had to die in
the desert. For forty years they had to experience death every day.
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The Israelites studied the Torah in the desert to have control over the ‘fiery serpents
and scorpions’ that represent the forces of Sam-I.
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The desert is darkness and the Light that is revealed from the study of the Torah in
that place is great and pleased the Holy One Blessed be He.

The good comes from the bad and when a person leaves the negative path he reveals
great light and fulfills the process of removing darkness from the world that is our
main purpose and work in this world.

Lesson;

When in darkness we can either sink deeper into the dark abyss or seek the Light and
easily find the way out.

The Light that we need to activate our personal ‘GPS’ comes from the study of the
Torah. If we don’t let Sam-1 opportunities distract us, we can find the way out of the
darkness without any or with just minimal ‘path recalculation’.

The Israelites had major sins that disconnected them from the Light. Their journey to
the promised land was supposed to take just a few days and became the maximum
correction process of 40 years.

Deuteronomy 25:3

“qroi N7 122! D'VaX”

“Forty blows he may give him and no more”
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The elder continues to tell that the group he was part of, study in the desert for the
whole year to break the control of the other side. When the time comes for the holy
work, they leave the desert to be close to the Holy One Blessed be He.

Rosh Hashanah is the time that the Snake comes to the higher court and prosecute
the people. Because he has control in the desert, the elder and his friend come to the
city to be with people.
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Psalms 81:4
“nan ni'7 NE22 19IY YTha 1yjn.”
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“Blow the trumpet (Shofar) at the time of the New Moon, At the full moon, on our feast-

day.”

On Rosh Hashanah, when the Master of the world comes to judge us. At that time, the
strong judgment on the supernal level is awakened and blocks the Light from shining
on the Moon. The moon then receives only from the forces of judgment. The whole
world then awaits the call to be judged.
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
